1 Corinthians - United in Gathering

Text: 1 Corinthians 11:17-34

Purpose: Church (gatherings of Christians) is the most visible expression of Christian faith in
every society. Buildings are simply space; people are the witness. Gathering as the church is an
encouragement for believers, and it's an invitation to not-yet-believers. We are united in the fact
that we gather, and (hopefully) we are united in the act of gathering! This is the emphasis of United
in Gathering.
